ACADEMIC EXPECTATIONS

A core function of The University of Maine Farmington is to provide its students with a rigorous and well-rounded liberal arts education.  Varsity Athletics are often an important part of that education by instilling self-discipline and good work habits that contribute to educational success.  Consistent with NCAA and University principles and values regarding academics the following criteria has been defined to determine the minimum standards for academic eligibility for varsity student-athletes at this University.

To be eligible to represent UMaine Farmington in athletic competition, the student-athlete must:

· Be a full-time student. This requires that the student-athlete be enrolled in a minimum of 12 credit hours.  Should a student-athlete fall below 12 credit hours during their season, he/she becomes immediately ineligible for competition and must notify the Director of Athletics
Note: A first term student-athlete may drop to and/or pass only 9 credit hours between the end of their season and the end of that term and remain eligible for second term, if their GPA remains above 1.75.

· Be in good academic standing.  The minimum accumulative GPA standards that must be maintained are as follows:

· Maintain satisfactory progress towards a baccalaureate degree.  This requires that the student-athlete accumulate (pass) a minimum total of twenty-four (24) credit hours the two immediately previous semesters of attendance.  No more than 12 institutional credit hours earned during summers and/or during non-terms may be applied to meet the 24 institutional credit hour requirements.  Such credit must be earned after one or both of the two immediately previous terms of attendance.

Note: A second semester student that only passed 9 credit hours their first term still needs to have earned 24 credit hours in two terms and a minimum GPA of 1.85 to continue to be eligible. (Up to 12 Jan., May and/or Summer hours may be applied.  Credit hours but not GPA may be transferred and applied.  Student-athletes should seek written pre-approval of transferable hours from the UMF registrar’s office.)
Transfer Students need to have been a) released and b) certified in writing as having been eligible had they remained by their previous institution to waive the year in residence rule.
